This is to inform you of the changes to the activity schedules and the expectations upon return. Due
to the transfer to remote learning from December 7% through December 17, we will be unable to
practice or participate in high school extracurricular activities during that time span.

If practices are starting on or after January 3,
BinaxNOW testing will not be necessary.

. We are eligible for contests to begin on Friday, December 17th, pending
unvaccinated athletes competing have negative BinaxNOW test results.
