OPTION #1: RETURN TO IN-PERSON INSTRUCTION

20™. This option includes in-person attendance at Whiteside Career Center for 11" and 12'" grade students.

OPTION #2: REMOTE LEARNING

Students will utilize technology to log in to their classes Monday-Friday during scheduled periods
throughout the school day. The district will provide the device for student use, upon paid registration, and
parents are responsible for internet connectivity.
